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“Some students of Ewe history have tried to push this supposed point of departure [Ketu/Benin] back 
to Belebele which is in turn identified with the ‘Babel’ of the Bible. Others have suggested 
Mesopotamia, Egypt etc., as point of origin of the Ewes. There is, however, no scientific basis for all 
these claims”
